James Madison Takes Over

· Jefferson handpicked James Madison as President.

· Madison was the secretary of state

· Madison was known for brilliant mind

· Large part in writing the Constitution

· Passing the Bill of Rights

· Madison shared same ideas as Jefferson

More Trouble with Britain

· Non-Intercourse helped recover US economy

· Still France and Britain did not respect the United States neutral rights

· Congress passed another law in 1810 to reopen trade with all nations
· Britain continued to attack US ships

· March 1811 Madison cut off trade with Great Britain

Native American Resistance

· As American’s moved west of Appalachians, Native American’s were losing their land.

· Native American’s fought back with the help form the British

· British supplied Native American’s with guns

· Shawnee chief named Tecumseh formed a confederation east of the Mississippi River

· Rejected the one tribe could sell the land 

· Center of the confederation of located at Phophetstown
· August of 1810, Tecumseh asked for a meeting with William Henry Harrison, the governor and military commander in the Indian Territory.

· Forced war  against Americans

· Harrison feared that the Indian confederation would get stronger

· Battle of Tippecanoe

· Tecumseh death

A Call For War

· Two reason to be angry at Britain:  continuing trouble at sea insulted American pride and hurt trade
· War Hawks – people who urged war with Britain

· Harsh winter of 1811-1812 caused hardship for the British
· Britain’s War with Napoleon continued

· June 18, 1812 Madison asked congress to declare war against Great Britain
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
